DCDC does not have access to your credit card information used for your gifts. When a gift
is made the following is collected (note* is required information): Donation amount*,
Donation frequency*, Your title (Mr. Mrs. Dr., etc.), First Name*, Middle Name, Last Name*,
Suffix (JIr., III, degree, etc.), Country*, Address Lines*, City*, State*, Postal Code*, Email*,
Confirm Email*, Phone* - then it asks for payment information which is not stored in the
DCDC database. You may also make a comment regarding your gift — noting purpose of gift,
tribute gift, anonymity, etc. Gifts made to DCDC may be reported in our playbills or annual
report, unless donors specify anonymity.

We will use your information to respond to you, regarding the reason you contacted us. We
will not share your information with any third party outside of our organization, other than
as necessary to fulfill your request, e.g., to ship an order.
